Finding 2011-1 — Identification Numbers on Equipment

Criteria: Title 69 O.S. § 645 states:

The board of county commissioners shall cause each piece of county-owned, rented or
leased road machinery and equipment, and each automobile and truck, to be marked in
accordance with the provisions of this section. County-owned automobiles, trucks, road
machinery and equipment shall be conspicuously and legibly marked PROPERTY OF
(name of county) COUNTY, and leased automobiles, trucks, road machinery and
equipment shall be conspicuously and legibly marked LEASED BY (name of county)
COUNTY, on each side, in upper case letters, on a background of sharply contrasting
color.

Condition: Several pieces of equipment did not have county identification numbers.

Effect: County-owned property that is not properly marked could be used for personal use at the County’s
expense.

Recommendation: OSAI recommends the County attach inventory identification numbers to all county-
owned equipment in accordance with state statutes.

Views of responsible officials and planned corrective actions:

Incoming Commissioner, J.T. Adams

Pawnee County District 2 is currently in process of numbering each and every piece of equipment that
belongs to District 2. As a result of your audit findings, each of the other Districts will also be numbering
their equipment so as not to be in the same position.
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
